SIZE AND STYLE: The articles should be typed in 5” x 7.5” measurements (i.e. width = 5”, height 7.5”). Matter of all types should be typed in Times New Roman (10-points medium). However, all headings should be bold, with main headings in UPPER CASE and centered, while sub-heads be in Upper Lower case and left justified.
ARTICLES ON FLOPPIES: Articles supplied on floppies should be typed in accordance with the instructions These should preferably be typed either in TEX/LATEX or in WinWord 2, 6 or above. Running titles should be inserted to print on the top of the page in the following manner:

First Page: No running title, only page number in the bottom centre, 0.25” away from the bottom line of the page.

Even Page: Page no. left justified, Author (s) name right justified.

Odd Page: Article’s caption, left justified Page No. right justified.

Running title should print 0.25” away from the top line of the page.

ABSTRACT: Each paper is required to contain an abstract, which should not exceed 200 words.

PAPER: Each section and formula should be numbered in Arabic numbers including acknowledgement and references. Footnotes and explanations in parentheses should be avoided as far as possible. Paper should be typed double spaced. Title should be as concise as possible.

KEY WORDS: Key Words used in the paper are required and should be given following the abstract.

FIGURE AND TABLES: Each figure, diagram and table should be prepared on separate pages with proper titles and numbers on top of figures and tables.

FORMULAE: Standard notations should be used. Symbols like ‘one’ and ‘ell’, ‘kappa’ and ‘kay’, ‘o’ and ‘zero’ etc. should be properly distinguished. In case of confusion, the letter should be described in the margins. Superscripts, subscripts and subscripts should be in different sizes.

REFERENCES: References should be listed at the end of the paper serially. No reference should be listed unless cited in the text of the paper. The references should be typed double spaced and should follow the style:

In each reference, all the lines except the first one should be indented, as shown above. In the text, a reference should be referenced as Stein (1956) and not as Stein (5).

RULES AND GUIDELINES FOR 
SESSION CO-ORDINATORS, chairman & RAPPorTeURS
Introduction

The following document has been prepared to provide the Session Co-ordinators/ Chairman/Rapporteur of ICCS-VII technical sessions with:

(a) an understanding of the prescribed rules and time restrictions which must be adhered to in the period preceding the Conference;

(b) various general guidelines which will serve to help guide the organisation of your session.

Structure of a Meeting

1.
Paper sessions will be 90 minutes gross in length. The session shall have the following activities:

(a) short introductory remarks by the Coordinator/Chair

(b) presentation of papers by authors (20 minutes each);

(c) general floor discussion of the papers (10 minutes).

3. The Session Co-ordinator would be free to use variations of this general procedure.

4.
It is the responsibility of the Co-ordinator:

(a) to select the invited authors and to suggest which aspects each has to cover;

(b) to supervise the production of the invited papers with respect to contents, quality and  time;

(c) to select the invited discussants, if necessary;

(d) to send a copy of the “Memorandum for Invited Authors and Discussants” to his/her invited authors and discussants together with an official invitation to participate in the session as an author/discussant.

5.
Papers must be submitted by all authors no later than November 20, 2000.
6.
Papers will not exceed a maximum of 15 pages of A4 (for invited talks and 7 pages for contributed papers).  Papers must be written in English.

7.
Session Co-ordinator shall prepare session schedule to be submitted to Conference Secretariat.

8.
By December 15, 2000 the Co-ordinator shall provide all authors and discussants with a session schedule, indicating the specific time allocated for the presentation of their papers or discussion comments.

9.
If a Co-ordinator is unable to perform his/her duties, he/she should inform the National Organising Committee/Conference Secretariat at the earliest.

Reports by Session Coordinator.

10.
When the titles of the invited papers have been finalised, the Coordinator/ Chairman/Rapporteur should report them to Conference Secretariat by November 20, 2000 at the latest.
11.
When the set of authors is completed, the Co-ordinator should report their names and addresses to the Conference Secretariat soon after the Conference.

12.
The Coordinator must also report to Conference Secretariat about changes in previous reports, in particular, any cancellations of papers, should be reported, including the names of their replacements.
